Sunday January 17th at Passo San Pellegrino, a perfect winter day for organizing the World Snow Day. A light and sunny winter day with perfect snow conditions for skiing.
This year we organized a combined World Snow Day with the perfect cooperation between Scuola Ski & Snowboard Equipe Falcade and Scuola Sci e snowboard Moena Dolomiti acting together in the same beautiful Ski Area Passo San Pellegrino/Falcade, perfect location for such an impactive event dedicated to children. The result was impactive, in fact more than 300 kids partcipated to the World Snow Day 2016, thanks to this combination. 

The World Snow Day started at 10.00 at Passo San Pellegrino with kids meeting the ski instructors for a short briefing. Shortly after this they were introduced by the  Alpine Police School  of Moena  regarding  security and necessary rules on the slopes, in case of emergency and accident or while skiing. 

A rescue patrol specialized for avalanche with dogs captured their full attention and interest all along the World Snow Day.

News: Winter season 2015/2016 has brought into Ski Area San Pellegrino has a brand new gondola lift leading from Falcade (1200 m ) to Le Buse (1884 m ), growing to a length of 1,890 m. with a vertical drop of about 685 m. and an average gradient of 39.4 % .

The lift connection is equipped with modern and comfortable cabins with 8 seats in gray and has an capacity of 2400 people per hour . Skiers can now rapidly connect  to San Pellegrino ski area, just 5 minutes, with no more queues and much greater comfort.

Each cabin allows thanks to its panoramic windows a magnificent 360° view on the Dolomites towards Focobon, Mulaz ( Pale di San Martino group), Civetta, Pelmo, Cime d' Auta and the Marmolada glacier.
